Queen Victoria
Victoria was born on the 24th of May 1819 in the Kensington palace in London and died on the 22nd of January 1901 in Osborne House on the Isle of Wight. She was the daughter of the fourth son of George III. She was the queen of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland from 1837 to 1876. In 1876 she became the first British monarch. Queen Victoria from Great Britain received the title “Empress of India”. The empire of India included today’s India, Pakistan, Bangladesh and Myanmar. She ruled from the 1st of January till her death on the 22nd of January 1901.
That was more than 63 years, 7 months longer than every other British monarch before.

She ruled about more than one fifth of the earth and thirty-five percent of the word population.

For India, where she’s never been to, Victoria developed a special enthusiasm.
She tried to learn Hindustani, employed Indian servants and had an Indian private secretary.

Victoria’s family:
She had nine children. The oldest was Victoria, than Albert Eduard, Alice, Alfred, Helena, Louise, Arthur, Leopold and Beatrice.

Victoria married on the 10th February 1840 her cousin on the mother’s side Albert from Sachsen-Coburg.

Her nine children and 42 grandchildren married into royal families across the continent.

Her husband died in December 1861 at the age of 42 years at typhoid fever or cancer.
